Objectives and description of project:  Student Family Emergency Housing Program supports NeahKahNie School District #56 Family Resource Program in each school to mitigate the impacts of homelessness on the learning environment .  NeahCasa provides housing search and landlord/tenant resources and grants of up to $500 to landlords or utilities on behalf of families threatened with homelessness, evictions, and shut-offs.   Key objectives now are sustainable funding and addressing the anticipated increased threats due to increased oil prices and storm severity.
Specifically, how will the Juan Young Trust funds be used? Trust funds will be allocated fully to the rent and utility grants, budgeted at $10,000/year over school years 08/09 and 09/10.
